Overview of HUD NOFA

ÅNOFA dates back to the Stuart B. McKinney Act, 
signed into law in 1987

ÅThe first federal assistance to nationally address 
homelessness



Overview of HUD NOFA

ÅIn 2000, President Clinton renamed the act the 
άaŎYƛƴƴŜȅκ±Ŝƴǘƻ !Ŏǘέ 

ïName changed to honor Rep. Bruce Vento who was 
an original sponsor of the legislation

ÅIn 2009, re-authorized as the HEARTH Act



ÅLargest single source of homeless assistance 
funding to Chicago each year

ÅFunds HUD permanent housing, transitional 
housing, and supportive services projects

ÅThis HUD money is significant because it 
brings in around $45 million to Chicago each 
year to fund renewal projects

ÅNOFA stands for:

ÅHUD releases the Continuum 
of Care NOFA each year for 
funding the following year

ÅIn 1994, HUD introduced the Continuum of 
Care model to encourage communities to 
address the problem of homelessness in a 
more locally coordinated, comprehensive, and 
strategic way

ÅMcKinney/Vento Act requires the CoC to 
submit the application for funding for the 
entire community

What is a Continuum of Care (CoC)?



ÅKnown as the Chicago Planning Council on 
Homelessness (Planning Council)

ïMade up of 23 members representing:

ÅChicago Alliance to End Homelessness (service providers, 
consumers, Board and staff)

ÅGovernment Entities

ÅFunding Community

ïAnnually oversees the HUD competitive process

ïStaffed jointly by the CAEH and City of Chicago

ïNot a legally recognized organization

Chicago Planning Council on Homelessness (CPCH)

Composition: 23 members representing the following groups: 15 members of 
the Chicago Alliance to End Homelessness (including 6 consumers, 6 
providers, the Alliance CEO &  2 members of the Alliance Board of Directors), 
7 members designated by government entities, & 1 member representing 
private funders.

Responsibilities: Establish priorities & policies, & select applicant for HUD CoC 

NOFA funding; oversee annual competitive process for state homeless prevention 

funds; oversee implementation of HMIS; analyze the needs & changes in Chicagoôs 

homeless system & how it relates to Chicagoôs 10 year plan to end homelessness

CPCH Executive 
Committee

Composition: 1 government, 1 

consumer, 1 provider & 2 at-large 

representatives from CPCH

Responsibilities: proposes the 
agenda for CPCH meetings & 
makes interim decisions as 
needed.

HUD McKinney Vento Committee HMIS Committee

Composition: service providers, consumers & 

government representatives, as appointed by the 

CPCH

Responsibilities: coordinates the annual HUD CoC 

Homeless Assistance Program NOFA application 

process & approves evaluation instrument

Responsibilities: monitoring the implementation of 
Chicago's HMIS system, coordinating a users group, & 
evaluating & updating HMIS Standard Operating 
Procedures as necessary

Evaluation Tool Sub-Committee

Composition: service providers, consumers & 

government representatives, as appointed by the 

CPCH

Responsibilities: develops the evaluation instrument to 

rate & rank programs as part of the annual HUD CoC
